Sorry it’s been awhile since we have sent out an update. 
We always have busy summers and this summer was 
no different. We led, or helped to lead, four different 
camps and spent a couple of weeks in Charlotte 
reconnecting with family and friends. We took Kevin to 
Lee University on August 18 and then headed back to 
Poland a few days later.

Kevin seems to be adjusting fairly well to a new culture 
(American !) and to university life. We are able to keep 
fairly close touch with him as the internet has made 
communication easy and cheap. Emily has started her 
first year of high school and is really enjoying her new 
school. Allison has started her first year of junior high 
and seems to be tolerating it well enough; Daria is in 5th 
grade and Joel is in 2nd grade.

Our local mission team has changed a lot as our three 
interns all returned to their homes and we welcomed a 
new Polish couple to our team, Piotr and Gosia Freza –
and they are not interns but plan on being here for a 
good while. Both Piotr and Gosia have extensive 
experience in mission and ministry. Gosia spent a 
number of years as a missionary with Campus Crusade 
in Ukraine and both she and Piotr worked for Crusade in 
Poland. Later, they left Crusade and have pioneered a 
work among motorcyclists in Poland. They call their 
ministry, Boanerges, the greek work Jesus used to 
describe John and James (“sons of thunder”).

They spend most of their summers traveling and ministering to motorcyclists at various 
festivals, biker rallies, etc. In addition, Piotr is an accomplished bass guitarist and has played for 
the past 15 years in a Christian band focused on evangelistic outreach. We are very fortunate 
to them.



Locally , we are starting up some ministries that were 
dormant during the summer – English classes, Kids’ 
Klub and the like. Last Saturday in September and 
the first Saturday in October, we will once again host 
a neighborhood-wide soccer tournament. This has 
become a very popular event. Working together with 
our city welfare department, we have a 2-day seminar 
planned for October  to help people get out of 
poverty. The seminar will be both motivational and 
practical and led by Christians from our church here. 
We continue to work to visit people in the 
neighborhood and pray and study the Scriptures with 
as many as possible.
Nationally , we are preparing for two national 
conferences. The first is in the second weekend of 
October – organized by Poland For Jesus. Rick will 
be speaking on the “A Love that Never Fails” ---
God’s love. Again this year we are organizing a year-
end national youth conference and New Year’s Eve 
celebration in Warsaw. This really is quite a task and 
we are working hard right now on publicity, 
negotiations over various aspects of the venue and 
finding leaders for various ministry responsibilities 
before and during the conference. 

For Emily – Emily had lots of difficulty sleeping in the 
States and though this is much improved since 
returning, she still is having problems. In addition, she 
has some hormone imbalances that we are trying to 
correct. Pray for Emily’s health and sleep.
For Kevin – A continued good transition to university 
life (and to life in America).
